N 36° 08.928

W086° 36.238

Out of cove turn right and a heading of 330°  

Parade speed 3 mph

Stay 100 ft. off the bank off of Nashville Shores Water Park, running past the Hippo area – AND – stay 100 ft. off the rock pile where there are 3 white buoys.

After passing Nashville Shores’ beach continue towards NSYC marina.

Stay 100 ft. left of the rock buoy near the entrance to the marina.

Navigate left keeping the dam to the right and at least 300 yds. off of the furthest point.

Head towards Percy Priest Lake park and the manager’s office.

When near the west bank of the lake turn south (left) keeping the bank at least 300 yards off starboard

The ranger’s boat ramp is approximately N 36° 08.970 and W 086° 37.065

Then swing east back to point of origin
